AN ORDINANCE AMENDING 
SECTION 2-103 OF THE CODE OF 
THE UNIFIED GOVERNMENT OF 
WYANDOTTE COUNTY/KANSAS 
CITY, KANSAS RELATING TO THE 
POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE 
COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOV-
ERNING BODY OF THE UNIFIED 
GOVERNMENT OF WYANDOTTE 
COUNTY/KANSAS CITY, KANSAS:

Section 1. That Section 2-103 
of the Code of the Unified Gov-
ernment of Wyandotte County/
Kansas City, Kansas, is amended 
to read as follows:

Sec. 2-103. - Powers and duties 
of the county administrator.

The county administrator shall 
be the chief administrative officer 
of the unified government and 
shall be responsible to the com-
mission for administration of all 
unified government affairs placed 
in his or her charge by or under 
the authority of the commission. 
The county administrator shall:

(1) Be directly responsible for 
the daily functions of the unified 
government administration;

(2) Organize the unified admin-
istration and direct and supervise 

the organizational structure of all 
offices and appointive officers and 
employees of the unified govern-
ment except as otherwise provided 
by Kansas law;

(3) Have the responsibility to 
execute the policies of the unified 
board of commissioners through 
the functional divisions and de-
partments of administration;

(4) After appropriate consulta-
tion with the commission, prepare 
and submit a recommended an-
nual budget including all revenue 
sources to the commission for final 
adoption and be responsible for 
the administration of the budget 
after the effective date;

(5) Report to, confer with, assist 
and advise the mayor and make 
recommendations to the commis-
sion on all matters concerning the 
welfare of the unified government;

(6) Insure that all ordinances, 
resolutions, codes, regulations, 
rules, policies, directions and 
actions of the commission are 
faithfully enforced, administered 
and executed;

(7) Direct and supervise the 
administration of all appointive 
officers and employees of the 
unified government except as 
provided by Kansas law, attend 
all Commission meetings, have 
the right to take part in discussion 
and attend all regular, special and 
executive meetings except those in 
which the continued employment 
of the county administrator is the 
business under consideration;

(8) Assist the mayor and 
commission in the preparation 
of meeting agendas, ordinances, 
resolutions, rules, regulations 
and policies and all such other 
matters as may be requested by 
the commission;

(9) Submit to the commission 
and make available to the public 
periodic and annual reports of the 
financial administrative affairs of 
the unified government and keep 
the commission advised of the 
financial conditions and needs of 
the unified government;

(10) Prepare and submit to the 
commission annually before July 
15, recommendations for a capital 
improvement and financing pro-
gram for the unified government;

(11) Appoint and dismiss em-
ployees designated as key division 
heads;

(12) Prepare for adoption by the 
commission a personnel classifi-
cation and compensation system 
and policies relating to the selec-
tion, discipline, dismissal and all 
other personnel related matters 
applicable to all employees of the 
unified government;

(13) Develop a compensation 
and qualification system for all 
personnel of the unified govern-
ment which systematically and 
fairly compensates employees of 
the unified government and also 
identifies and selects individuals 
with the proper level of skills, 
abilities and knowledge associated 
with each position that is required 
for the unified government; and

(14) Sign all contracts, deeds, 
and other documents documents, 
other than those authorized by the 
commission to be signed by the 
mayor mayor, or those which state 
or other law require the signature 
of the chief executive/mayor. Not-
withstanding any existing policy 
for the sale or disposal of real 
property by the Unified Govern-
ment, the county administrator 
shall, prior to the lease of any 
Unified Government property that 

is a material part of an economic 
development project involving a 
private developer, notify in writ-
ing the board of commissioners 
and shall receive its approval 
by resolution or ordinance prior 
to executing such lease or other 
agreement. 

The county administrator shall 
have all other powers and duties 
conferred upon the position by 
the Charter, Kansas law, actions 
of the commission or that may be 
inherent in the administration of 
the unified government.

Section 2. That said original 
Section 2-103 be and the same 
is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This Ordinance shall 
take effect and be in full force 
immediately upon its adoption 
and publication in the official 
newspaper of Wyandotte County.

AN ORDINANCE AND RESOLU-
TION FOR THE REALLOCATION 
OF AMERICAN RESCUE PLAN 
ACT FUNDS FOR QUALIFIED 
USES

WHEREAS, the American Res-
cue Plan Act (ARPA) was signed 
into law by President Biden on 
March 11 , 2021, (Public Law 11 
7-2) , and was codified at 42 U.S.C. 
§ 802 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, ARPA established 
the Coronavirus State Fiscal Re-
covery Fund and the Coronavirus 
Local Fiscal Recovery Fund, which 
were together intended to provide 
support to State, local , and Tribal 
governments in responding to the 
impact of COVID–19 and in their 
efforts to contain COVID–19 on 
their communities, residents, and 
businesses; and

WHEREAS, the Recovery Funds 
are intended to build on and ex-
pand the support provided to these 
governments over the last year, 
including through the Coronavi-
rus Relief Fund (CRF), which was 
established by the Coronavirus 
Aid, Relief, and Economic Security 
Act (CARES Act), Pub. L. No. 11 
6 - 136, 134 Stat. 281 (2020); and

WHEREAS, ARPA – which, 
among other things, adds sections 
602 and 603 to the Social Security 
Act – generally provides that the 
Recovery Funds may be used:

a) To respond to the public 
health emergency or its negative 
economic impacts, including 
assistance to households, small 
businesses, and nonprofits, or 
aid to impacted industries such 
as tourism, travel, and hospitality;

b) To respond to workers per-
forming essential work during the 
COVID–19 public health emergen-
cy by providing premium pay to 
eligible workers;

c) For the provision of govern-

ment services to the extent of the 
reduction in revenue due to the 
COVID–19 public health emergen-
cy relative to revenues collected 
in the most recent full fiscal year 
prior to the emergency; and

d) To make necessary invest-
ments in water, sewer, or broad-
band infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, the Supplementary 
Information accompanying the 
federal Department of the Trea-
sury’s Interim Final Rule (3 1 C FR 
Part 35) states that “these resourc-
es lay the foundation for a strong, 
equitable economic recovery, 
not only by providing immediate 
economic stabilization for house-
holds and businesses, but also by 
addressing the systemic public 
health and economic challenges 
that may have contributed to more 
severe impacts of the pandemic 
among low-income communities 
and people of color.” (86 FR 2678 
6, at 26788 ); and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-115-
21 and Resolution R-58-21 ap-
proved the acceptance on behalf of 
the City of Kansas City, Kansas of 
Fifty-Five Million Three Hundred 
Eighty-Three Thousand Eight 
Hundred Seventy-Two Dollars 
($55,383,872) from the Corona-
virus Local Fiscal Recovery Fund; 
and approved the acceptance 
on behalf of Wyandotte County, 
Kansas of Thirty-Two Million One 
Hundred Thirty-Two Thousand 
Six Hundred Forty-Four Dollars 
($32,132,644) from the Coro-
navirus Local Fiscal Recovery 
Fund; and

WHEREAS, Section II.C of 
the Supplementary Information 
accompanying the federal Depart-
ment of the Treasury’s Interim 
Rule (31 CFR Part 35) provided 
in part that, for purposes of 
measuring revenue growth from 
the pre-pandemic period recipient 
Kansas City, Kansas would utilize 
the calculated rate of 4.1% and re-
cipient Wyandotte County, Kansas 
would utilize the calculated rate 
of 6.2%; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-115-
21 and Resolution R-58-21 dated 
August 26, 2021 approved that 
of the Kansas City, Kansas total 
allocation, Eighteen Million Sev-
en Hundred Eighty Thousand 
Four Hundred Seventy Dollars 
($18,780,470) be used to replace 
estimated revenue lost due to 
COVID–19 during 2020, and an 
estimated Twelve Million Three 
Hundred Four Thousand Seven 
Hundred Seventy-Four Dollars 
($12,304,774) be used to replace 
revenue lost due to COVID–19 
during 2021, for a total revenue 
replacement allocation over the 
two year period of Thirty One 
Million Eighty-Five Thousand 
Two Hundred Forty-Four Dollars 
($31,085,244); and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-115-
21 and Resolution R-58-21 dated 
August 26, 2021 approved that 
of the Wyandotte County, Kan-
sas total allocation, Six Million 
Six Hundred Fifty Thousand 
Eight Hundred Eighty Dollars 
($6,650,880) be used to replace 
estimated revenue lost due to 
COVID–19 during 2020, and an 
estimated Four Million Three 
Hundred Seventy Thousand 
Ninety-Five Dollars ($4,370,095) 
be used to replace revenue lost 
due to COVID–19 during 2021, 
for a total revenue replacement 
allocation over the two year period 
of Eleven Million Twenty Thousand 
Nine Hundred Seventy-Five Dol-
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lars ($11,020,975); and
WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-115-

21 and Resolution R-58-21 dated 
August 26, 2021 approved in its 
Exhibit B entitled “ARPA Imme-
diate Needs Report” the adopted 
total allocated funds not from 
revenue replacement funding 
was One Million Five Hundred 
Sixteen Thousand Six Hundred 
Thirty-Four Dollars ($1,516,634) 
for Kansas City, Kansas and Eight 
Million Two Hundred Ninety-Eight 
Thousand Three Hundred For-
ty-Two Dollars ($8,298,342) for 
Wyandotte County; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-115-
21 and Resolution R-59-21 dated 
August 26, 2021 approved that of 
the Wyandotte County, Kansas 
total allocation, One Million Eight 
Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars 
($1,850,000) be allocated to 
address and prevent housing in-
securities and negative economic 
impacts associated with home-
lessness and other related human 
services in Wyandotte County 
through January of 2022; and

WHEREAS, although Ordi-
nance 0-115-21 and Resolution 
R-72-21 dated September 30, 
2021 approved an ARPA allocation 
of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) 
to fund the COVID–19 Mitigation 
Plan for Unified Government staff, 
Ordinance 0-20-22 and Resolu-
tion R-8-22 dated February 10, 
2022 approved that these same 
funds be redirected with Six 
Hundred Sixty Thousand Dollars 
($660,000) from the Kansas City, 
Kansas allocation and Three 
Hundred Forty Thousand Dollars 
($340,000) from the Wyandotte 
County allocation; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-20-
22 and Resolution R-8-22 dated 
February 10, 2022 approved that 
of the Wyandotte County, Kansas 
total allocation, Three Million Four 
Hundred Thirty-Five Thousand 
Nine Hundred Thirty-Four Dol-
lars ($3,435,934) be allocated for 
eligible uses of the Local Fiscal 
Recovery Fund as part of the 
American Rescue Plan Act for 
the Public Health Department for 
Additional Needs; and

WHEREAS, the Unified Gov-
ernment Board of Commissioners 
originally directed that $75,000 
authorized by 0-115-21 and 
Resolution R-58-21 dated August 
26, 2021 to fund the COVID–19 
Immediate Needs and $75,000 
authorized by Ordinance 0-20-22 
and Resolution R-8- 22 dated Feb-
ruary 10, 2022 to fund the Unified 
Government’s Public Health De-
partment Additional Needs for the 
Municipal Court Fees and Fines 
Waiver Program be funded from 
the Wyandotte County allocation, 
however, through Ordinance 0-75-
22 and Resolution R-23-22 dated 
May 26, 2022 the Commission 
re-allocated those funds and di-
rected that the Municipal Court 
Fees and Fines Waiver Program be 
paid from the Kansas City, Kansas 
allocation; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-75-22 
and Resolution R-23.22 dated 
May 26, 2022 approved that of 
the Kansas City, Kansas total 
allocation Seventeen Million Four 
Hundred Seventy-Four Thousand 
Five Hundred Twenty-Eight Dol-
lars ($17,474,528) be allocated 
for eligible uses of the Local Fiscal 
Recovery Fund as part of the Amer-
ican Rescue Plan Act for Capital 
and Other Needs; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 0-75-22 
and Resolution R-23.22 dated 

May 26, 2022 approved that of 
the Wyandotte County, Kansas 
total allocation Six Million Three 
Hundred Seventy-Eight Thousand 
Three Hundred Eight Dollars 
($6,378,308) be allocated for 
eligible uses of the Local Fiscal 
Recovery Fund as part of the Amer-
ican Rescue Plan Act for Capital 
and Other Needs; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 106-
22 and Resolution 41-22 dated 
July 28, 2022 approved certain 
downward adjustments to the 
revenue replacement calculations 
for Kansas City, Kansas and 
Wyandotte County based on the 
guidance accompanying the fed-
eral Department of the Treasury’s 
Interim Final Rule (at 31-CFR Part 
35), as well as an adjustment rec-
ommended by the external auditor 
and on actual revenues for the 
affected years; and

WHEREAS, ARPA requires that 
all funds be encumbered or under 
contract no later than December 
31, 2024; and

WHEREAS, current analysis of 
the ARPA programs indicates that 
a total of Six Million Six Hundred 
Fourteen Thousand Two-Hundred 
Sixty dollars ($6,614,260.00) in 
ARPA funding has not yet been 
used and is available for realloca-
tion for qualified uses; and

WHEREAS, analysis further 
indicates the Two Million One 
Hundred Eighty-Nine Thousand 
dollars ($2,189,000.00) originally 
set aside for grant match has not 
been used and is available for 
reallocation; and

WHEREAS, the Unified Govern-
ment Administrator has submit-
ted a memo to the Board of Com-
missioners detailing his plans for 
reallocation of the unused funds, 
attached hereto as Exhibit A and 
incorporated by reference herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 
RESOLVED BY THE BOARD 
OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE 
UNIFIED GOVERNMENT OF WY-
ANDOTTE COUNTY AND KANSAS 
CITY, KANSAS:

Section 1. The Unified Govern-
ment Board of Commissioners 
hereby approves the reallocation 
of unused ARPA funds as submit-
ted by the County Administrator 
and detailed in Exhibit A with 
the exception that the revised 
grant match pool in the amount 
of $485,177.50 shall be added to 
the general fund balance.

Section 2. Further Action. The 
County Administrator and other 
officers, agents, and employees 
of the Unified Government are 
hereby authorized and directed 
to take such further action as 
may be appropriate or desirable 
to accomplish the purpose of this 
Ordinance and Resolution.

Section 3. Effective Date. This 
Resolution shall take effect and be 
in full force immediately after its 
adoption by the Governing Body 
of the Unified Government.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
The following information is 

provided by the City as required 
by K.S.A. 10-120a and K.S.A. 12-
6,122. This information is derived 
from estimates and projections 
made by the City and its advisors 
and is based on information which 
the City and its advisors believe 
is reliable. These estimates and 
projections may not be accurate 
as of the date the proposed bonds 
are issued because of changes 
in the municipal finance market 
which may affect interest rates, 
changes in the assessed valuation 
of the City, changes in the financial 
status of the City, changes in the 
sales tax collections of the City, 
or other matters which may not 
be predicted or controlled by the 
City or which are unknown to the 
City at this time.

The projections and estimates 
below assume the principal 

amount of $16,000,000 is fi-
nanced through a single series 
of bonds (the “Bonds”). The 
City expects to spread principal 
payments for the Bonds over 
approximately twenty (20) years 
with an expected final payment 
of December 1, 2045.

The City expects to pay princi-
pal of and interest on the bonds 
from: (i) a one-half percent (0.5%) 
special purpose sales tax (the 
“Special Sales Tax”); and (ii) a 
one-half percent (0.5%) general 
purpose sales tax (the “General 
Sales Tax”). The Special Sales Tax 
will be voted on as part of the same 
ballot question as the Bonds and, 
if approved, would begin collection 
on April 1, 2025. The General 
Sales Tax will be voted on by 
a separate ballot question. By 
law, the Special Sales Tax is lim-
ited to a 10-year term. There is no 
limit on the term of the General 
Sales Tax. Because the Bonds are 
expected to have a 20-year term, 
and the Special Sales Tax will have 
a 10-year term, the Special Sales 
Tax would need to be renewed at 
subsequent election to remain in 
place for the second half of the 
20-year term of the Bonds.
